In the show one can see and hear in particular : 

A prelude of Johann Sebastian Bach played to the necks of a beer bottles. 

A piece interpreted with four hands on one guitar only. 

Xylophone played with the feet, flutes everywhere on the body, a guitar, a triangle 
and a tambourine and all of them played at the same time. 

Building site tubes made out of PVC transformed into musical instruments, serving as 
percussion, slide trombone. They end up playing Mozart on them. 

A virtuoso piece by Mozart (again) interpreted using tea spoons on a multiplicity of 
glasses of varied shapes and sizes.

History of the Company 
 

 
Gaël and Maxime met at the Circus School of Brussels at the age of 6. 
After many years of education and training and many amateur shows within the circus school, in 2003 
they created a trio with Elouan Préaud. This company was called Triptik.  
From there followed three years of shows across Belgium, France and Switzerland. Then the troop 
separated to take individual paths. Gaël followed trained at the Theatre School of Lasaad in Brussels 
and Maxime was trained to become an acrobat at the National Circus School of Rosny-sous-Bois 
(Paris). 
They created and/or took part in various projects, each on their own, (Maxime : Genesis of a Tender 
Stupidity 2008, Le Vent Fou 2009, Crache Coeur 2010 ; Gaël : Les poètes de la Guinche 2008, 
Les Vrais Majors 2009) before meeting up again in 2010 to create the “Duo Gamma”. 
They assembled humorous and musical sketches, which they played in cabarets all over 
Europe. 
In 2012 they launched the creation of “Déconcerto”, the first stage show of the company, 
directly inspired by the world of their numbers.

Jouer un prélude de Bach avec les goulots des bouteilles d’un bac de bières, jouer Mozart à quatre mains, mais surtout
avec quatre cuillères sur une multitude de verres de différentes tailles et formes variétes, et enfin, mettre en scène un
double homme-orchestre, avec flûtes, guitare, xylophone, mais aussi tambourin et triangle…

Ce sont autant de performances musicales qui s’ajoutent aux pauses café pour former Déconcerto, le premier spectacle
complet du Duo Gama formé par Gaël Michaux et Maxime Dautremont qui ont été accueillis en résidence au centre
culturel de Genval.

Les deux jeunes artistes se sont rencontrés à l’âge de six ans à l’école du cirque de Bruxelles. Gaël s’est ensuite formé
en théâtre et Maxime a poursuivi en cirque.

En 2010, ils décident de former un duo et deux années plus tard, après avoir expérimenté leurs sketches dans différents
cabarets, ils font le pari de les réunir dans un seul spectacle à la fois comique et musical.

Un an et demi de répétitions plus tard, ils jouent pour la première fois leur spectacle complet, ce samedi à 21 h, au
centre culturel de Rixensart à Genval.

Le fil rouge de tous ces sketches ? La musique, qui est avant tout un prétexte à susciter le rire, mais aussi les deux
personnages qui interagissent par une série de mimes, sans échanger une seule parole.

"Ce sont des clowns, sans nez rouge, ni grandes chaussures… qui partagent et veulent faire passer leur amour de la

grande musique, mais les petites aspérités de chacun apparaissent", indique Gaël. "Ce qui fait qu’il ne s’agit pas d’un

concert ordinaire où tout se passe bien, mais c’est là que ça devient drôle."

Et le duo de poursuivre : "Déconcerto, c’est mieux qu’un concerto parce qu’il y a de la musique, amenée de façon

visuelle, originale et décalée. Mais pas uniquement, il y a aussi plein d’autres choses à la fois amusantes et clownesques

à partir d’objets de la vie quotidienne. Ce qui forme un ensemble… déconcertant".
